The spreadsheet contains a mixture of definitions and regulations of devices in the vehicle code (or equivalent document) in 100 selected cities across the United States.

We were interested in the definitions of major modes (motor vehicles, vehicles, pedestrians, and bicycles) and definitions and regulations for "personal transportation devices". We also recorded some regulations specifically about bikes on sidewalks and shared-use paths since those could be instructive for future PTD regulation. We did not record other regulations on bicycling, or any regulations on motor vehicles, vehicles, or pedestrians.

Definitions and regulations were copy/pasted from a source. This was mostly from city websites; however, some content was sourced from third-party sites. We have not yet polished the formatting of material within cells other than making font and size consistent. Thus, content within cells is not necessarily elegantly formatted (e.g. line breaks, capitalization).

Description of data columns

Motor Vehicle/Pedestrian/Bicycle /Vehicle Definitions
Columns B-M (Green, Peach, Blue, Periwinkle)
Three column sets. First columns contain the definition of each mode respectively. Second two columns contain the source locations/links.

Bicycles on Sidewalk and Shared-Use Path Regulations
Columns N-S (Purple)
[bookmark: _Hlk1743659]Three column sets. First columns contain the regulations. Second two columns contain the source locations/links.

Other Vehicle Type Defined in a Code
Column T-W (Pink)
Three column set. First columns contain the regulations. Second two columns contain the source locations/links. Includes miscellaneous device types (e.g., pedal bus) that were identified in our search. 

PTD Definitions and Regulations
Column X to DA (Alternating yellow bands)
Includes a wide range of smaller (than vehicle) devices. Most of these devices could be construed as PTDs, but not necessarily.

Two column sets. Device name in Row 1, first column of each set.
Left column includes the definition of the mode.
Right column includes the regulation of the mode.
Sources included in same cell as definitions/regulations.

Note: Text in the definition of a mode is not necessarily a specific definition of that mode. It may include definitions of other modes that mention the mode of interest.

No Clinging Rules
Columns DB (Turquoise)
One column. Regulations and source included in same column.
Examples of rules against clinging to faster devices (also known as “skitching”) are present for bicycles
and some PTDs (e.g. skateboards).
Additional notes:
- There may be occasional cases where the regulation may still be in the definition column (not separated out yet).
- Some entries for definitions/regulations may include references to other modes in between language relevant to the mode of interest. 
- The two columns for “autocycle” are definitions on the left and source for the right. We do not yet have regulations for autocycles.
- Hoverboard columns are blank. There were no definitions/regulations found for hoverboards.
