Using the data set
Data set. The data set is provided as a simple excel file.
Respondent privacy. Be respectful of the privacy of survey respondents by complying with applicable federal and state privacy and security laws regarding the data set. To ensure that any agents, including a subcontractor, to whom it provides the data set agrees to the same restrictions and conditions. Importantly, do not  identify the individuals who are the subjects of the data set or contact such individuals. 

Survey organization and use
There are three parts to the survey in two survey instruments:
1. Main survey and visual preference survey 
2. Online journal
Main survey questions have skip logic, so note this as you compile and analyze responses. Questions with skip logic are identifiable as follows:
· The initial question typically has answer choices of yes, no, or maybe (or sometimes)
· Linked questions begin with, because you answered [  ]…..
The Visual Preference Survey was optional, so the number of responses is about 25% less than the main survey.
